Cher). Justin has also had the privilege to 

share the same stages with multiple 
celebrities including Prince, Jenifer Lopez, 

Kool and the Gang, Huey Lewis and the 
News, Richard Marx,  and 80's star Tiffany just to name a few. 

In early adulthood, upon the invitation of Michael Jackson himself, Justin 
visited the Neverland ranch. That experience inspired him to pursue his 

career as a tribute artist.   
A celebrity favorite, Justin has performed for Michael Jackson's father - Joe 
Jackson, Majestik Magnificent, Megan Good, Frank Caliendo, Travis Payne 
(Michael Jackson’s choreographer), Tatiana Thumbzten, and many more, all 

of whom raved about his remarkable performance!
